Private international law (often referred to as "conflict of laws") governs
the choice of law to apply when there are conflicts in the domestic law of
different nations related to private transactions between those nations. Private
international law deals with a variety of topics such as contracts, marriage and
divorce, jurisdiction, recognition of judgments, child adoption and abduction,
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The Conflict of Laws: is the main subject of the DIP it is the part of private

international law which makes it possible to determine which law will be
applied during a dispute presenting, at least, an element of foreignness.

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Conflict of jurisdictions:

The conflict of jurisdiction is the part of private international law that
aims to determine when, and under what conditions, national courts can be
competent to decide.

(Algerian) are or are not competent in a dispute raising a problem of
foreignness.
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The rule of conflict of laws:

This rule does not provide the solution to the dispute, it is created by the
legislator in order to answer the following question what is the law applicable to
this dispute. This rule is composed of two elements:
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1-The category of connection of the conflict rule: The category of connection

groups together categories with the same characteristics: personal status, legal
acts, legal facts, procedures.
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2-factor or element of connection of the conflict rule: It is the element of the
legal situation that will allow to designate the applicable law.
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International jurisdiction:

Is a concept specific to private international law. It refers to the ability of
courts. country in particular to judge a case that has an international character.

A dispute has an international character when, for example, the parties have
different nationalities or do not reside in the same country. In this case, the
courts several countries could be competent to judge the case, this is what is
called <conflict of jurisdictions». The rules of international jurisdiction set
criteria to determine the country whose courts are competent to judge this
dispute.
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Qualification:

To determine the law applicable to a given question, it is necessary to go
through a qualification in order to classify this question in a category.
Qualification is an essential operation in law. It allows to determine the category

to which a legal situation is attached in order to deduce the applicable rules.
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Direct international jurisdiction:

International jurisdiction refers to the rules governing the ability of
national courts to hear a dispute that has an element of foreignness.

Direct international jurisdiction is a question that we ask ourselves before,
when we look for the competent judge in the international space to hear the case.

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Indirect international jurisdiction:

Indirect international jurisdiction: a question that arises at the time of
exequatur. A judgment has been rendered abroad and exequatur is requested.
