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Inheritance Law

Inheritance law: is a branch of law that governs the transfer of property,
rights, and obligations of a deceased person to his or her heirs or legatees. It
establishes the rules and procedures for the distribution of a deceased person's
assets, as well as for resolving potential disputes between heirs or legatees.
Inheritance law varies from country to country, but it generally addresses issues
such as the validity of wills, the rights of heirs.
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Inherited

It is a legal term used to designate a person who is actually dead or
presumed dead, and is commonly used in legal documents, wills, inheritance
contracts, and probate proceedings to refer to the deceased person to whom
property, assets, and rights attach.
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Estate: Also known as legacy, is the name given to all the money, rights and

actions that belonged to the deceased at the time of his death, the various
elements of which are returned to the persons called to inherit.

Inheritance: is the transfer of assets and possessions left by the deceased
person to the heirs who are legally entitled to them after the estate has been
liquidated with all its rights. When a person dies, his estate is administered, and
the assets that make it up are distributed to the heirs and legatees. Each heir or
legatee receives a specific portion of the estate in the form of an inheritance.
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Heir
Heir: The heir is the person who is legally entitled to a share of the estate of the

deceased person. Heirs are determined according to the inheritance laws in force
In the country or state concerned, as well as the provisions of the deceased's will.
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
