States that have significant military, economic, and diplomatic influence at the
global level, such as the United States, China, or Russia.

States whose global influence is increasing due to economic growth, military
modernization, or regional leadership, such as India, Brazil, or Turkey.
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12.Cyber Arms Race

The competition between states to develop and deploy advanced cyber weapons and
cyber defense systems. This includes offensive capabilities like malware, hacking tools, and
defensive measures such as firewalls and encryption.
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13. Cyber Warfare



The use of cyber attacks to disrupt the information systems of an enemy, including
attacks on infrastructure, communication networks, and military systems. It can be used for
espionage, sabotage, or causing economic damage.
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14. Artificial Intelligence in Warfare

The use of Al technologies in military operations, including autonomous weapons
systems, decision-making processes, and cybersecurity.

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17. Cybersecurity

The practice of protecting computer systems, networks, and data from cyber attacks,
including hacking, data breaches, and malicious software. It is an essential part of national
security in the digital age.

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19. Cyber Deterrence

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Disarmament

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Nuclear Non-Proliferation

A policy or treaty aimed at preventing the spread of nuclear weapons to states that do not
possess them. The most well-known treaty is the Non-Proliferation Treaty (NPT).
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Arms Race

A competitive increase in the number or quality of weapons by rival states,
particularly nuclear weapons, often as a response to perceived threats from each other.
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Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD)

A class of weapons capable of causing large-scale death or destruction, particularly
nuclear, chemical, and biological weapons.
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Verification

The process of ensuring that states are complying with arms control and disarmament
agreements by inspecting and monitoring their military activities and weapon stocks.
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Arms Embargo

A prohibition on the sale or transfer of weapons to a particular country or group, often
imposed by the United Nations or other international bodies to prevent conflict.
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Nuclear Deterrence

The use of the threat of nuclear weapons to prevent an adversary from taking
aggressive actions, based on the idea that any nuclear attack would result in devastating
retaliation.
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Chemical and Biological Weapons

Weapons that use toxic chemicals or biological agents (such as bacteria or viruses) to
cause harm or death to humans, animals, or plants.
