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Legal Terminology in Maritime Law

Maritime law is the set of legal rules related to regulating maritime
navigation activity and its people and tools, and the dangers resulting from them,
whether these rules are written or customary. Maritime law also regulates the
relations arising from maritime navigation, between countries (general maritime
law), or the relationship between individuals or private bodies,) private maritime
law), maritime law regulates legal relationships arising within the framework of
maritime exploitation related to maritime navigation, which is carried out by
ships. These ships are the primary means of commercial exchange, and are in
constant need of legal protection, given their reliance on constant movement,
particularly in areas not subject to their laws. Furthermore, they are often exposed
to maritime risks and the resulting liability.
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- Maritime Navigation refers to the movement of ships on the sea for
commercial, military, or other purposes.
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- Innocent Passage: is a right allowing ships to pass through a state's territorial
sea as long as it is not prejudicial to the peace or security of that state.
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Territorial Sea: According to the United Nations Convention on the Law of
the Sea (UNCLOS) 1982, it is the belt of sea adjacent to a state’s coast, not
exceeding 12 nautical miles, where the state exercises sovereignty.
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Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ): A sea zone extending up to 200 nautical
miles from the coast, within which a coastal state has special rights regarding the
exploration and use of marine resources.
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— The Flag State is the country under whose laws a ship is registered and

operates.
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Insurance hull ship

It is type of insurance that provides cover and protection for the ship's
hull from dangers while it is on sea voyages between ports, during its work
within ports, when it stops in the port, or during the construction process or

construction.
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Ship Registration: The act of documenting a ship with a flag state, giving it a

nationality.
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Seaworthiness: A ship’s condition of being fit for a sea voyage,

structurally sound and properly manned and equipped.
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Marine Accidents: are accidents that occur in the sea and are directly related

to maritime navigation.
