Intellectual Property (IP)

Intellectual property: refers to the creations of the mind, such as
inventions, literary and artistic works, designs, logos, names and images
used in commerce.
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Types of intellectual property
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Industrial property: they include inventions; Industrial designs and
models (new and original). Distinctive signs (trademarks, appellations of
origin, geographical indications, etc.)
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Literary and artistic ownership: means copyright and related rights.
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Patent

Grants the inventor exclusive rights to an invention for a certain period.
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Trademark

A sign capable of distinguishing the goods or services of one enterprise from
those of others.
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In Algeria, Intellectual Property is governed by Ordinance No. 03-05
of July 19, 2003, amended and supplemented, which relates to copyright and
related rights, and by Ordinance No. 03-07 concerning patents, trademarks,
and industrial property.
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The National Institute of Industrial Property (INAPI) is the body
responsible for registration and protection of industrial property.

Is the owner of a legally protected work He is granted literary and financial
rights related to his ownership of this work under the law The work carried
out by the person must have the quality of work according to the definition
and conditions regulated by the law Noun.
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
